REGULATORY UPDATE: ELLISVILLE MARSH RESTORATION
PROJECT PASSESTWO HURDLES

The Friends’ project to restore Ellisville Marsh by relocating the chamie¢ to its historical
location passed two important regulatory hurdles last month:

On September'5the MA Secretary of Energy and Environmental Affairs issued the project
a MEPA (Massachusetts Environmental Policy Act) certificate stétiaigan Environmental
Impact Report (EIR) is not required for the project to proceed to permittingusieerf
discussion below).

On September 8th, the Plymouth Conservation Commission held a public hearing on oyr
Notice of Intent. The hearing was closed after a very positive discussiohea@dmmission
voted unanimously to issue an Order of Conditions. This Order is needed to apply for the two
MA Department of Environmental Protection permits the project needs.
